Cooper
powerfully argues that these contemporary vernacular forms must be recognized as genuine
expressions of Jamaican culture and as expressions of resistance to marginalization, racism, and
sexism.With its focus on the continuum of oral/textual performance in Jamaican culture, Noises in

the Blood, vividly and stylishly written, offers a distinctive approach to Caribbean cultural studies.
